CONNECTION WITH THE FOREGOING

BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Commissioners of the Township of Long Beach, County of
Ocean, State of New Jersey (not less than two-thirds of all the members thereof affirmatively concurring),
pursuant to the provisions of the Local Bond Law, constituting Chapter 169 of the law of 1960 of the State
of New Jersey, as amended and supplemented (“Local Bond Law”), as follows:

Section 1. The equipment hereby authorized and the purposes for which said obligations are
to be issued; the estimated costs of such purpose; the amount of down payment for such purpose; the
maximum amount of obligations to be issued for said purpose and the period of usefulness of said
purpose within the limitation of the Local Bond Law are as follow:

Section 2. It is hereby found, determined and declared as follows:
(a) The estimated amount to be raised by the Township from all sources for the purpose stated in
Section 1 above is $175,000.00; and
(b) The estimated amount of bonds or bond anticipation notes to be issued for the purposes
stated in Section 1 above is $166,200.00; and
(c) A down payment in the amount of $8,800.00 for the purpose stated in Section 1 above is

currently available in accordance with the requirements of Section 11 of the Local Bond Law,
N.J.S.A. 40A:2-11; and

(d) The sum of $166,200.00, to be raised by the issuance of bonds or bond anticipation notes,
together with the sum of $8,800.00, which represents the required down payment, is hereby
appropriated for the purpose stated in this Bond Ordinance (“Bond Ordinance”)

Section 3. The issuance of negotiable bonds of the Township in an amount not to exceed
$166,200.00 to finance the costs of the purpose described above in Section 1 hereof is herby authorized.
Said bond shall be sold in accordance with the requirements of the Local Bond Law.

Section 4. In order to temporarily finance the purposes described in Section 1 above hereof,
the issuance of bond anticipation notes of the Township in an amount not to exceed $166,200.00 is
hereby authorized. Pursuant to the Local Bond Law the Chief Financial Officer is hereby authorized to sell
part or all of the bond anticipation notes from time to time at public or private sale and to deliver the same
to the purchasers thereof upon receipt of payment of the purchase price plus accrued interest from their
date to delivery thereof. The Chief Financial Officer is hereby directed to report in writing to the Governing
Body at the meeting next succeeding the date when any sale or delivery of the bond anticipation notes
pursuant to this Bond Ordinance is made. Such report must included the amount, the description, the
interest rate and the maturity schedule of the bond anticipation note sold, the price obtained and the name
of the purchaser.

Section 5. The amount of the proceeds of the obligations authorized by this Bond Ordinance
which may be used for the payment of interest on such obligations, accounting, engineering, legal fees
and other items as provided in Section 20 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-20 shall not exceed the
sum of $500.00.
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Section 6. The supplement debt statement provided for in Section 10 of the Local Bond Law,
N.J.S.A. 40A:2-10, was duly filed in the Office of the Clerk prior to the passage of this Bond Ordinance on
the first reading and a complete executed duplicate original thereof has been filed in the Office of the
Director of the Division of Local Government Services in the Department of Community Affairs of the State
of New Jersey. The supplemental debt statement shows that the gross debt of the Township, as defined
in Section 44 of the Local Bond Law, N.J.S.A. 40A:2-43 is increased by this Bond Ordinance by
$166,200.00 and that the obligations authorized by this Bond Ordinance will be within all debt limitations
prescribed by said Local Bond Law.

Section 7. The full faith and credit of the Township are irrevocably pledged to the punctual
payment of the principal of and interest on the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by the Bond
Ordinance and, to the extent payment is not otherwise provided, the Township shall levy ad valorem taxes
on all taxable real property without limitation as to rate or amount for the payment thereof.

Section 8. The Capital Budget is hereby amended to conform with the provision of this Bond
Ordinance to the extend of any inconsistency therewith, and the resolution promulgated by the Local
Finance Board showing full detail of the amended Capital Program as approved by the Director of the
Division of Local Government Services, is on file with the Clerk and available for inspection.

Section 9. The Township hereby declares its intent to reimburse itself from the proceeds of
the bonds or bond anticipation notes authorized by this Bond Ordinance pursuant to Income Tax
Regulation Section 1.150-2(e), promulgated under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended
(“Code”) for “original expenditures”, as defined in Income Tax Regulation Section 1.150-2(c)(2), made by
the Township prior to the issuance of such bonds or bond anticipation notes.

Section 10. The Township hereby covenants as follows:

€) It shall take all actions necessary to ensure that the interest paid on the bonds or
bond anticipation notes authorized by the Bond Ordinance is exempt from the
gross income of the owners thereof for federal income taxation purposes, and will
not become a specific item of tax preference pursuant to Section 57(a)(5) of the
Code;

(b) It will not make any use of the proceeds of the bonds or bond anticipation notes
or do or suffer any other action that would cause the bonds or bond anticipation
notes to be “arbitrage bonds” as such term is defined in Section 148(a) of the
Code and the Regulations promulgated thereunder;

(c) It shall calculate or cause to be calculated and pay, when due, the rebatable
arbitrage with respect to the “gross proceeds” (as such term is used in Section
148(f) of the Code) of the bonds or bond anticipation notes;

(d) It shall timely file with the Ogden, Utah Service Center of the Internal Revenue
Service, such information report or reports as may be required by Sections 148(f)
and 149(e) of the Code; and

(e) It shall take no action that would cause the bonds or bond anticipation notes to be
“federally guaranteed” within the meaning of Section 149(b) of the Code.
Section 11. The improvements authorized hereby are not current expenses and are

improvements that the Township may lawfully make. No part of the cost of the improvements authorized
hereby has been or shall be specifically assessed on any property specifically benefited thereby.

Section 12.  All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, inconsistent herewith are hereby repealed to the
extent of such inconsistency.

Section 13. In accordance with the Local Bond Law, this Bond Ordinance shall take effect twenty (20)
days after the first publication thereof after final passage.

STATEMENT OF PURPOSE
This Ordinance creates the new positions/titles of Municipal Treasurer and Assistant Municipal Treasurer
in the Finance Department and Chief Public Safety Telecommunicator in the Police Department.
SECTION |
THE BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE TOWNSHIP OF LONG BEACH DOES ORDAIN:
The following titles are hereby created in Chapter 5 entitled to read as follows:
“5-55” MUNICIPAL TREASURER
Job Summary - Under direction, supervises and performs the work involved in the accounting, and
auditing of funds received, disbursed and in negotiation of loans & sale of bonds; does other related
duties as required.
Job Duties and Responsibilities - Duties shall include but not be limited to giving suitable assignments &
instructions to subordinates; plans & installs auditing and accounting systems and forms; prepares
suitable reports containing findings, conclusions & recommendations; answers inquiries of a technical
nature; directs the establishment & maintenance of extensive bookkeeping and other needed records
and files. Will be required to utilize various types of electronic and/or manual recording systems used by
the agency, office, or related units.
Requirements - Five (5) years of supervisory experience in the finance and/or auditing fields as related to
municipal government.
Licenses/Education — Graduation from a four (4) year course at an accredited college or university with
twenty-one (21) credit hours in professional accounting subjects. May substitute additional accounting
experience, as described above, for the remainder of the educational requirements on a year for year
basis. Possession of a valid certificate as a Municipal Finance Officer issued by the NJ DCA, DLGS may
be substituted for the above educational requirements.

“5-56" ASSISTANT MUNICIPAL TREASURER

Job Summary - Under direction, assists the Municipal Treasurer in performing the work involved in the
disbursement, accounting and auditing of funds received and disbursed; does related work as required
.Job Duties and Responsibilities - Duties shall include but not be limited to assisting the Municipal
Treasurer in the preparation of varied financial reports and statements, may plan and install auditing and
accounting systems and forms; and handle correspondence pertaining to the treasurer’s office. Prepares
suitable reports findings and may assist the Municipal Treasurer in budget preparation. May, under
direction, give suitable assignments & instructions to staff members. Will be required to learn and utilize
various types of electronic and/or manual recording information systems used by the agency, office, or
related units.

Requirements - Four (4) years of accounting experience in the finance and/or auditing fields. Must have
knowledge of the principles, methods & procedures used in modern accounting & auditing including the
laws, rules & regulations governing the installation, operation, & keeping of accounts & their application
to specific situations.

Licenses/Education — Graduation from a four (4) year college or university with twenty-one (21) credit
hours in professional accounting subjects. Those who have successfully completed twenty-one (21)
credits of professional accounting courses at an accredited facility, may substitute additional accounting
experience, as described above, for the remainder of the educational requirements on a year for year
basis.

“5-5" CHIEF PUBLIC SAFETY TELECOMMUNICATOR

Job Summary - Under direction, supervises and takes charge of all activities of a communications center
and is responsible for the overall planning, review, training and implementation of the entire public safety
communications system. May oversee the work of several Supervising Public Safety
Telecommunicators, Telecommunicators, part-time Telecommunicators and may also perform the tasks
of the Supervising Public Safety Telecommunicator; does related work as required.

Job Duties and Responsibilities - Duties shall include but not be limited to analyzing work schedules,
determining staffing levels, equipment, material requirements and methods to be used. Assigns, directs
reviews, and evaluates the work of subordinate employees. Assigns tasks to provide new employees
with the experience and training to perform their jobs. Directs subordinates in the receipt and disposition
of telephone and other electronic requests for emergency assistance. Directs employees in the operation
of automatic or other electronic devices to obtain and verify required data. Relays information or
instructions to field units via radio or mobile data terminals. Gives advice and assistance to subordinate
supervisors whenever unusual or difficult problems arise. Prepares reports, keeps needed records and
statistical data.

Requirements - Five (5) years of experience in work involving the receiving, transmitting and relaying of
video display and/or radio messages and the receiving, relaying, and recording of complaints and
requests for emergency assistance, two (2) years of which shall have been in a supervisory capacity.
Licenses - Appointees will be required to possess all certifications necessary for subordinate positions of
the field.

If any word, phrase, clause, section or provision of this Ordinance shall be found by any Court of

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or provision shall be severable from the balance of the Ordinance and the remainder of the Ordinance
shall remain in full force and effect.

Mayor Gove advised this created job titles for municipal treasurer, assistant municipal treasurer, and
chief public safety telecommunicator.

OPEN PUBLIC HEARING
Mayor Gove announced this ordinance did not create new jobs or new hires. She explained that the
Township was Civil Service and must follow the guidelines from the State Department of Personnel. She
also explained that the Township would be replacing an employee that was no longer employed. This
ordinance would change titles only.

She also noted, as far as the Public Safety Telecommunicator, these titles were given by the State to
dispatchers. The Chief Telecommunication officer supervises the radio/communications room. The
Mayor noted that Long Beach Township dispatched for Beach Haven, Ship Bottom, Harvey Cedars and
Barnegat Light, and the communication room was very busy. This would give a long time employee a well
deserved title change. This was the Township’s lifeline to safety and needed well-trained, calm,
professional personnel and this employee was instrumental in keeping everything working through the
lightening strike the Twp. suffered in August this year.

Commissioner Palmer stated that Mike Baker left and the Asst. Treasurer would be replacing him.
Elizabeth Jones, CFO stated she would have the title of Treasurer with no monetary changes.

Robert Irvine, LBT 10, 7405 Ocean Blvd., Beach Haven Crest stated one of the problems was the amount
of information made available to the public, he would like interpretive statements and asked that the
ordinance be tabled.

Pat Moran, 1016 Long Beach Blvd., Pres., North Beach Taxpayers Assoc. asked to table the ordinance
until studies were completed.

Mary Ellen Begham, 84B Loveladies, asked if the opening would be posted and the person should have a
strong accounting background.

Gail Wetmore, Mun. Clerk/Administrator of Barnegat Light, 5W Maryland, Beach Haven Terrace,
commented that it was a loss for Barnegat Light when Lisa resigned. She noted Lisa was an asset to
have and the Twp. was lucky to have her.

Commissioner Bayard stated he headed the Revenue & Finance Dept. for 3 years and there had been a
shift in the responsibility. He noted the employee that left was under the tax collector and we need more
financial help. All positions were budgeted. The DOP required us to have certain titles and we were
trying to work smarter. He stated the Twp. listened to the public and was not hiding anything, just trying to
work smarter.

The next regular meeting of the Land Use Board would take place on
Wednesday, November 14™ at 7:00 p.m. in the 2" floor multi-purpose room. She wished all a Happy
Thanksgiving and asked all to remember those who served and continue to serve on Veterans Day.

OPEN PUBLIC SESSION
Zac Kerzner, 84" & Long Beach Blvd., Brighton Beach stated he was concerned about the back roads
noting that properties have encroached into the roadway, obstructing foot and vehicle traffic. He cited
public safety concerns for bicyclists.

Commissioner Bayard announced that Ocean Boulevard was a disaster and Ocean County would be
repaving soon. He stated we were going to be taking back any encroachments and making the street as
wide as we can and it would be striped for bicycles and motor vehicles from 31* to 80" Street.

Deputy Chief Leslie Houston explained traffic safety and Title 39.

Lou Delillo, North Beach Haven would like help from the Commissioners for reimbursement from the
contractor regarding the sewer back-up and also to reimburse the Twp. for the workers who were called
out.

Commissioner Bayard stated he had called Mr. Delillo and the County had to reimburse him because it
was a County job on a County road.

Mr. Hutson, Holgate, stated he felt truck and car traffic should be curtailed on Ocean Boulevard and
directed to Long Beach Blvd.

Bob Irvine, Beach Haven Crest stated he would like a public hearing on beach safety and safety
allegations. He doesn't feel it was a personnel issue but a public safety issue and would like an
interpretive statement on all formal actions of the Governing Body and would like public discussion at 1%
readings of ordinances.

Mr. Shackleton, Esq. stated state law did not require public discussion of an ordinance on 1* reading.
Mayor Gove stated the Board would discuss amongst themselves.

Bill Kunz, 6703 Ocean Blvd., Brant Beach stated he would like an open forum to discuss beach safety and
asked Comm. Palmer the status.

Commissioner Palmer replied he was waiting for a response from Don Myers regarding Phil Lloyd’'s
allegations.

Mr. Kunz asked when the public forum would be held and would like a time table for issues to be
discussed/resolved.

Commissioner Bayard noted that serious allegations were made by Phil Lloyd. Don Myers was to respond
and to be discussed by the Commissioners. He stated certifying agencies have confirmed that Long
Beach Twp. beaches are safe.

Bill Hutson, Holgate stated the public should know and be present at these discussions.
